ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On August 15, 2002, Joint Applicants WorldCom, Inc., MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., and Intermedia Communications, Inc., filed their application seeking approval of the transfer of customers from Intermedia to MCI WorldCom.  The application seeks, as well, waiver of Rule 4 CSR 240-33.150, the “slamming” rule.  Together with their application, the Joint Applicants filed a motion for expedited treatment.  In their motion, they state that they seek approval of the application by September 13. 

Well over ten days has elapsed since the motion was filed, and no one has objected to it.  For this reason, the Commission concludes that its Staff is able to provide a Memorandum and Recommendation in time to permit Commission action prior to September 13, as requested by the Joint Applicants.  Therefore, the Commission will direct its Staff to file its Memorandum and Recommendation no later than Noon on September 10.

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its Memorandum and Recommendation in this matter by Noon on September 10, 2002.
