ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

On June 29, 2004, Valu-Line of St. Joseph, Inc., and Communigroup of K.C. Inc., filed a joint application for authority to consummate a transaction by which all of Valu‑Line’s long distance telecommunications and telecommunications services, business, customers, products, and support will be transferred to Communigroup.  On July 7, 2004, the Applicants filed a supplement to their application.  On July 9, 2004, the Commission issued an order directing its Staff to file either its recommendation and memorandum or a status report by July 29, 2004.

On July 29, 2004, Staff filed a status report indicating that it has requested additional information from the applicants concerning whether the seller plans to remain in business and under which rate plans the purchaser plans to provide service to the acquired customers.  Staff thus requests until August 12, 2004, to file its recommendation and memorandum.  The Commission finds that the request is reasonable and should be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than August 12, 2004, the Staff of the Commission shall file its recommendation and memorandum in this matter.

2. That this order shall become effective on July 30, 2004.
