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Status Report 


COMES NOW the Staff of the Public Service Commission, and for its status report in this matter, states


1.
On October 21, 2004, GE Business Productivity Solutions, Inc. (GEBPS) and Business Productivity Solutions, Inc. (BPS) jointly filed an Application (“Joint Application”) seeking authority from the Commission to transfer “substantially all of the telecommunications assets of GEBPS including the GEBPS customer base,” from GEBPS to BPS.  Joint Application at 1.  As BPS has no certificate of service authority from the Missouri Commission, as part of the Joint Application BPS has requested such a certificate.  On November 15, 2004, the parties filed an amended application.

2.
The Commission directed its Staff to file a recommendation or report indicating when it expects to file a recommendation by November 22, 2004.  

3.
As part of the initial Joint Application, BPS did not file a proposed tariff.  Staff has contacted BPS about this oversight and the company filed a proposed tariff on November 17, 2004.  BPS must have a tariff on file with the Commission in order to serve the customers it proposes to receive from GEBPS.

4.
The Staff will be able to file its Staff Recommendation after it completes its review of the proposed tariff, and expects to be able to do so by no later than December 3, 2004.

WHEREFORE, Staff states that it will be able to file its Staff Recommendation December 3, 2004.
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
