Staff Recommendation

1.
In the attached Memorandum, labeled Appendix A, the Staff recommends that the Missouri Public Service Commission recognize and approve Metromedia Fiber Network Services, Inc. (Applicant’s) application to change its corporate name from Metromedia Fiber Network Services, Inc. to AboveNet Communications, Inc.
