ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On April 23, 2002, GTE Midwest Incorporated d/b/a Verizon Midwest filed a Notice of Adoption of Interconnection Agreement, notifying the Commission of ICG Telecom Group, Inc.’s intent to adopt the terms of the interconnection agreement between Verizon California Inc. f/k/a GTE California Incorporated and ICG Telecom Group, Inc.  That interconnection agreement was approved by the California Public Utilities Commission in Resolution T‑16631.

On May 31, 2002, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its Recommendation.  Staff notes that, prior to this case, the Commission had not reviewed the underlying agreement between ICG and Verizon California Inc. for compliance with the terms of 47 U.S.C. Section 252(e).  After reviewing the agreement, Staff has determined that the agreement complies with the limited requirements of the Telecommunications Act of 1996 in that it is not discriminatory and is not against the public interest.  Staff, therefore, recommends that the Commission “approve the underlying Agreement.”

The Commission notes that Verizon filed a notice of ICG’s intent to adopt the terms of the interconnection agreement between Verizon California Inc. and ICG;  the companies did not file an application for approval of their own interconnection agreement.  Staff, however, recommends that the Commission “approve the underlying Agreement.”  The Commission would be aided in its review if the Staff would clarify its position regarding the Notice of Adoption versus the recommended approval of the underlying interconnection agreement.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than June 21, 2002, Staff shall file a supplemental pleading addressing this matter as directed above.

2. That any other party may file a response to Staff’s supplemental pleading no later than June 27, 2002.

3. That this order shall become effective on June 21, 2002.
