ORDER DIRECTING FILING

This order directs Looking Glass Networks, Inc., to supplement its application. 

On July 13, 2004, Looking Glass Networks, Inc., applied to the Commission for authority to indirectly transfer some of its ownership to its parent company’s creditors.  For a company to get that permission, it must comply with Section 392.300.1 and Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-3.520(2)(F).  Those laws require an applicant to state the impact the proposed transaction will have on tax revenues of political subdivisions in which its facilities are located.      

The Commission will direct Looking Glass Networks, Inc., to supplement its application by stating the impact the proposed transaction will have on tax revenues of political subdivisions in which its facilities are located.      

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That Looking Glass Networks, Inc., shall supplement its application by stating the impact the proposed transaction will have on tax revenues of political subdivisions in which its facilities are located.
