ORDER APPROVING TARIFF IN COMPLIANCE WITH PREVIOUS COMMISSION ORDER AND CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY AND TARIFF 

In an order issued on February 3, 2004, the Commission granted Lightyear Communications, Inc. (Old Lightyear) the authority to reorganize as Lightyear Network Solutions, LLC. (New Lightyear).  Old Lightyear was authorized to transfer all its customers and assets to New Lightyear with the understanding that Old Lightyear would cease to exist once the transaction was complete.  

On March 15, New Lightyear filed a tariff that cancels and replaces the tariff of Old Lightyear.  That tariff carries an effective date of April 15.  On April 2, New Lightyear and Old Lightyear filed a status report indicating that the authorized reorganization transaction has been completed.  

Staff filed its recommendation on April 5, indicating that New Lightyear’s tariff complies with the Commission’s previous order.  Staff recommends that the Commission approve New Lightyear’s tariff, to become effective on April 15.  Staff also recommends that the Commission cancel Old Lightyear's certificate of service authority and tariff, effective on April 15.  No other party has filed a recommendation. 

Based on Staff’s recommendation, the Commission determines that New Lightyear’s tariff complies with the Commission’s previous order and will be approved.   The Commission will also cancel Old Lightyear’s certificate of service authority and tariff.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following tariff filed March 15, 2004 by Lightyear Network Solutions, LLC, and assigned Tariff No. YX-2004-1115, is approved to become effective on April 15, 2004:

2. That the certificate of service authority and accompanying tariff of Lightyear Communications, Inc., are canceled. 

3. That this order shall become effective on April 15, 2004.

4. That this case may be closed on April 16, 2004.
