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Staff Recommendation Regarding Tariff


COMES NOW the Staff of the Public Service Commission, and for its recommendation in this matter, states:


1.
On December 15, 2003, Lightyear Communications, Inc. and Lightyear Network Solutions, LLC jointly filed a Joint Application, seeking authority from the Commission to transfer customers from Lightyear Communications, Inc. to Lightyear Network Solutions LLC.  The Commission granted these parties authority to reorganize in its Order Granting Authority to Reorganize of February 3, 2004.

At the same time as it filed the Joint Application, Lightyear Network Solutions, LLC filed an application with the Commission to obtain a certificate to provide intrastate, interexchange telecommunications service in Missouri (Case No. XA-2004-253).  In that case, Lightyear Network Solutions, LLC requested a temporary waiver of 4 CSR 3.510(1)(C), waiving the requirement that its application include a proposed tariff.  The Commission granted this waiver and reminded Lightyear Network Solutions, LLC that it could not offer service to the public until it had an approved tariff in effect.

On March 15, 2004, in this case file, Lightyear Network Solutions, LLC filed its initial tariff.  The tariff sheets were assigned the tracking number YX-2004-1115.

4.
In the attached Memorandum, labeled Appendix A, the Staff recommends that the Commission approve the tariff filed by Lightyear Network Solutions, LLC.

In the cover letter submitted with the tariff in this case file, the filer has indicated that the tariff filed on behalf of Lightyear Network Solutions, LLC should cancel and replace the tariff, Missouri Tariff No. 3, of Lightyear Communications, Inc.  Both of these entities are parties to this case.

Further, Staff notes that in its Order Granting Authority to Reorganize, the Commission directed Lightyear Communications, Inc. to notify the Commission when the sale of its assets is complete, so the Commission may cancel Lightyear Communications, Inc.’s certificate of service authority.  The Commission received that notification on April 2, 2004.  When the Lightyear Network Solutions, LLC tariff comes into effect, the Lightyear Communications, Inc. tariff becomes superfluous and may be cancelled.  Accordingly, Staff recommends that the Commission cancel Lightyear Communications, Inc.’s Missouri Tariff No. 3, with the cancellation effective on April 15, 2004 (the effective date of Lightyear Network Solutions, LLC’s tariff), as well as Lightyear Communications, Inc.’s certificate of service authority, as previously discussed in the Commission’s prior Order in this case.

WHEREFORE, Staff recommends that the Commission approve the tariff sheets for Lightyear Network Solutions, LLC’s Missouri Tariff No. 1, pertaining to intrastate interexchange telecommunications services, with an effective date of April 15, 2004; cancel Lightyear Communications, Inc.’s Missouri Tariff No. 3, with the cancellation effective on that same date; and cancel Lightyear Communications, Inc.’s interexchange certificate of service authority as well.
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
