ORDER DIVIDING PREVIOUSLY CONSOLIDATED CASES
CD Telecommunications, LLC and KMC Telecom V, Inc., KMC Telecom III LLC, and KMC Data L.L.C. filed separate petitions for arbitration of interconnection agreements with CenturyTel of Missouri LLC and Spectra Communications, Group, LLC d/b/a CenturyTel.  Those cases were consolidated by order of the arbitrator issued on March 3, 2005.  Case No. XO-2005-0277 was designated as the lead case. 
On March 21, 2005, KMC Telecom V, Inc., KMC Telecom III LLC, and KMC Data L.L.C. filed a notice voluntarily dismissing their petition for arbitration, with prejudice.  The KMC case is TK-2005-0276.  CD Telecommunications has not dismissed its petition for arbitration and that case, XO-2005-0277, will proceed.  

Since KMC Telecom V, Inc., KMC Telecom III LLC, and KMC Data L.L.C. have dismissed their arbitration petition, the case opened to consider that petition will be divided from the case opened to consider the arbitration petition filed by CD Telecommunications.  The KMC case will then be closed by a separate notice.
