ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME
On February 17, 2005, the Commission granted the parties’ application.  The Commission ordered that Telrite Corporation could buy OneStar Long Distance, Inc.’s assets and customer base.
In that same order, the Commission stated that Telrite must file a supplemental, revised or amended tariff, or a pleading explaining why such a filing is unnecessary, no later than March 17.  On March 17, Telrite filed its Motion for Extension of Time.  Telrite explained that it plans on filing a revised tariff, but that it needs more time to complete the merger.  Telrite asks the Commission to extend the tariff filing deadline to May 1.  

The Commission finds Telrite’s motion reasonable, and will grant it.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Telrite Corporation’s Motion for Extension of Time is granted.
2. That Telrite Corporation shall file a supplemental, revised, or amended tariff that mirrors the terms and conditions of OneStar Long Distance, Inc.’s interexchange tariff no later than May 1, 2005.
That this order shall become effective on March 21, 2005.
