ORDER GRANTING IN PART THE MOTION FOR EXPEDITED TREATMENT AND DIRECTING FILING
Syllabus:  This order grants in part the Motion for Expedited Treatment Filed by Kingdom Telephone Company d/b/a Kingdom Long Distance, and directs the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission to file its recommendation.

On September 26, 2003, Kingdom Long Distance filed a tariff revision to introduce a new calling plan known as “MTS 1 Plus Optional Calling Plan 500 Minute Plan” for the Company’s residential subscribers.  The tariff has an effective date of October 26, 2003.  Kingdom Long Distance also filed a motion requesting that the Commission expedite its consideration of the tariff so that the tariff becomes effective on October 1, 2003.

On August 29, 2003, counsel for Kingdom Long Distance prepared for filing four tariff revisions designed to allow Kingdom Long Distance to offer a new service.  Each of the tariff revisions bore an effective date of October 1, 2003.  On September 26, 2003, counsel for Kingdom Long Distance discovered that three of the filings were “listed as approved in the Commission’s EFIS system.”
  Counsel also discovered that the Commission had not received the other tariff filing.

Kingdom Long Distance states that good cause exists to expedite the effective date of the tariff revision because this filing is interrelated with the three revisions that will become effective on October 1, 2003.  Kingdom Long Distance states that neither Kingdom Long Distance nor Kingdom Telephone Company will be able to offer the services in the other three tariffs until this tariff is effective.  Kingdom Long Distance states that its customers will benefit from the new service offering.

On September 29, 2003, Staff filed its response to the motion for expedited treatment.  Staff objected to the tariff becoming effective on October 1, 2003, and recommended that the motion be denied.  Staff stated that it has not had an opportunity to review the tariff for compliance with applicable statutes and rules.  Staff also stated that it has not had an opportunity to review the tariff for administrative details.  Staff argued that Kingdom Long Distance could have known that the tariff was not filed as early as September 2, 2003.  Finally, Staff indicated that it could file a recommendation by October 6, 2003.  
No other responses to Kingdom Long Distance's motion were received.
The Commission has reviewed the motion and Staff’s response and finds that Kingdom Long Distance has not shown good cause why the tariff should become effective on October 1, 2003.  However, the Commission determines that good cause exists to expedite the procedure for this tariff.  The Commission will direct its Staff to file a recommendation regarding this tariff no later than October 6, 2003.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Motion for Expedited Treatment filed by Kingdom Telephone Company d/b/a Kingdom Long Distance on September 26, 2003, is granted in part.

That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file a recommendation regarding the tariff no later than October 6, 2003.
