ORDER RECOGNIZING CHANGE OF NAME

AND APPROVING TARIFFS

On July 23, 2004, Williams Communications, LLC, d/b/a Williams Vyvx, LLC, advised the Commission that it had changed its name to WilTel Communications, LLC.  Along with its letter, the company submitted an adoption notice and a revised tariff title page, effective August 23, 2004.
