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On November 18, 2003 the Commission issued Order Directing Filing In the Matter of Compliance of MVP Communications, Inc., with the Commission’s Order of March 17, 1995.

The order directed Staff to investigate and file a report stating whether or not MVP is still doing business in Missouri, along with a recommendation as to further action. 

Staff has conducted its investigation and notes that:

1. The latest MVP assessment of revenue was for FY-2001, and there is a $1,863.58 balance due.

For FY-2003, Notice was sent with a balance due and owing of $2.07.

2. The latest Annual Report of MVP Communications, Inc. received was for the year ended December 31, 2000; and in that report, page 4 stated  “MVP Communications Inc. was sold/acquired by Omniplex Communications on March 1, 2000”. 

3. Omniplex Communications Group filed for Chapter 11 Bankruptcy on February 28, 2001 and was purchased by Ciera Network Systems Inc.

4. Ciera Network Systems Inc. on August 28, 2003 filed for Chapter 7 Bankruptcy in S.D. Texas.

5. Ciera Network Systems Inc. at that time claimed it did have Missouri customers served under its

Interexchange and basic local exchange tariffs.

MVP was administratively dissolved on September 4, 2002, according to the website of the office of the Secretary of State.

Since none of the principals of MVP Communications, Inc. have any role in Ciera Network Systems Inc. and since MVP has not filed an annual report subsequent to 2000 nor a PSC assessment since 2000, Staff recommends that MVP’s certificate and its PSC No. 1 tariff be cancelled. 
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
