SECOND NOTICE REGARDING HEARING

By order issued May 25, 2004, the Commission scheduled a hearing for July 7, 2004, in 17 local number portability cases.  In seven of these cases, the parties filed unanimous stipulation and agreements resolving all issues.  In the remaining ten cases, the parties filed stipulation and agreements resolving some, but not all, of the issues.

After the On-the-Record Presentation concludes, the Commission will immediately begin an evidentiary hearing to address the ten cases that have stipulations and agreements resolving some, but not all, issues.  These ten cases are as follows:  TO-2004-

0428, TO-2004-0439, TO-2004-0454, TO-2004-0456, TO-2004-0457, TO-2004-0458, TO-2004-0459, TO-2004-0480, TO-2004-0484, and TO-2004-0526.  

If the evidentiary hearing does not conclude on July 7, the Commission will continue it on July 8, 2004.
