ORDER ESTABLISHING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE AND SETTING AN ON-THE-RECORD PRESENTATION REGARDING STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT 

The Commission currently has before it petitions from numerous small incumbent local exchange telephone companies requesting suspension and modification of the Federal Communications Commission’s requirement to implement local number portability.  Following a prehearing conference held on May 11, the parties have filed an identical proposed procedural schedule in thirteen of those cases.
  

The proposed procedural schedule indicates that the parties have agreed to file a written stipulation and agreement in each case by June 11.  The parties suggest that the Commission schedule a proceeding for June 17, at which the Commission can question the parties about the stipulation and agreement if it wishes to do so.  

The Commission will accept the procedural schedule proposed by the parties.  The Commission will also schedule an on-the-record presentation for June 17, at which the Commission may question the parties about their stipulation and agreement.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the parties shall file a written stipulation and agreement no later than June 11, 2004.

2. That an on-the-record presentation is set for June 17, 2004, beginning at 2:00 p.m., in Room 310 of the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri.  The Governor Office Building meets accessibility standards required by the Americans with Disabilities Act. That this order shall become effective on May 20, 2004.
