ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE A SUPPLEMENT TO ITS RECOMMENDATION 

On August 20, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a recommendation regarding the application of Emerald Pointe Utility Company for authority to provide water and sewer service to an unincorporated portion of Taney County, Missouri.  That recommendation advised the Commission to approve the application but indicated that Emerald Pointe should not be allowed to provide service to the new area until it paid $1,319.82 to the Commission for past due assessments for fiscal year 2000.  Before acting on the application, the Commission would like to know whether Emerald Pointe has paid its past due assessment.  Therefore, Staff will be directed to file a supplement to its recommendation providing the Commission with that information.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the Staff of the Commission shall file a supplement to its recommendation no later than September 27, 2004, indicating whether Emerald Pointe Utility Company has paid its Commission assessment for fiscal year 2000.
