ORDER CANCELING SHARED TENANT SERVICES 

CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

This order cancels the certificate of Trinity Lutheran Hospital.  On June 6, 2002, Trinity Lutheran moved the Missouri Public Service Commission to cancel its certificate of telecommunications authority to provide shared tenant services.  The Commission granted Trinity Lutheran a certificate in Case No. TA‑92‑108 on August 20, 1993.  Trinity Lutheran stated that it no longer provides service for which the certificate is required.

The Staff of The Missouri Public Service Commission responded on July 15, 2002.  The Staff does not object to the request, and recommends the Commission cancel the certificate. 

Section 392.410, RSMo. 2000, gives the Commission authority over the granting of certificates of service authority to provide telecommunications services.  The Commis​sion has reviewed the pleadings and finds that the certificate granted to Trinity Lutheran in Case No. TA-92-108 shall be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of telecommunications authority for shared tenant services granted to Trinity Lutheran Hospital in Case No. TA-92-108 is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on July 28, 2002.

3. That this case may be closed on July 29, 2002.
