ORDER TERMINATING CERTIFICATE 

AND ACCOMPANYING TARIFF

 

 


On November 6, 2002, Telseon Carrier Services, Inc., filed an application with the Missouri Public Service Commission requesting that the Commission cancel its certificate of service authority.  Telseon indicates that it was granted a certificate of service authority to provide telecommunications services in Missouri in case number TA‑2001‑245 on March 12, 2001.  Telseon states that it has no customers in the state of Missouri and the surrender of its certificate is not detrimental to the public interest.


On November 12, 2002, the Staff of the Commission filed its recommendation and memorandum in which it recommends that the Commission cancel Telseon’s certificate of service authority and its accompanying tariff.  Staff notes that, according to Telseon’s filing, Telseon has no customers in Missouri; therefore, surrender of the certificate is not detrimental to the public interest.  Staff stated that it has no objections to Telseon’s application and recommends that the Commission issue an order to cancel Telseon’s certificate of service authority to provide interexchange and local exchange telecommunications service, as well as Telseon’s accompanying tariff, Missouri P.S.C. Tariff No. 1.  Staff states that it is unaware of any other filing which affects or which would be affected by this proposal.  Staff notes that its records show that Telseon owes no assessments.  According to Staff, Telseon is reported administratively dissolved according to an internet business entity database search of the Office of the Secretary of State website.  Staff states that the Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation’s certificate under Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, which provides that “[a]ny certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”


After considering Telseon’s application and Staff’s recommendation and memorandum, the Commission concludes that Telseon’s certificate of service authority and its accompanying tariff should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange and local exchange telecommunications services granted to Telseon Carrier Services, Inc., is terminated.

2. That the tariff filed by Telseon Carrier Services, Inc., to provide interexchange and local exchange telecommunications services is canceled.

3. That this order will become effective on November 23, 2002.

4. That this case may be closed on November 24, 2002.
