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On October 22, 2004 Socket Telecom, LLC (Socket) filed tariff sheets to implement a Market Trial in its certificated service areas. Socket requests Commission approval on an expedited basis. By virtue of its certificate to provide basic local exchange telecommunications service issued in Case No. TA-2001-671, Socket is authorized to provide local exchange telephone service in the areas of Sprint, Century Tel, Spectra, and Southwestern Bell Telephone Company.

Socket seeks Commission approval to conduct systems capabilities and readiness testing. Socket states that its tariff filing is made pursuant to agreements made in proceedings in Case No. TT-2005-0089. Socket’s proposal is limited to providing local exchange services to a maximum of 50 targeted participants, with no more than 10 participants in any particular telephone exchange. Socket tariff sheets state that its market trials will last a maximum of 12 weeks after which, it will either make a tariff filing to add the product or service to its tariff, or discontinue testing.  

The Staff has reviewed Socket’s tariff sheets and recommends Commission approval at its earliest convenience. The specific tariff sheets recommended for approval are:
