ORDER APPROVING TARIFF SHEETS

AND GRANTING MOTION FOR EXPEDITED TREATMENT

Syllabus:  This order approves on an expedited basis the tariff sheets filed in compliance with a Commission order by Missouri-American Water Company.

On November 20, 2003, the Commission issued its Report and Order approving the application for sale of assets filed by Missouri-American and Warren County Water & Sewer Company.  On July 20, 2004, the Commission also issued its Order Approving Sale as Modified.  As part of its Report and Order, the Commission directed Missouri-American to file tariff sheets in order to adopt the tariffs of Warren County Water & Sewer. 

On September 10 and September 13, 2004, Missouri-American filed tariff sheets (Tariff Nos. YW-2005-0180 and YS-2005-0188) proposing to adopt the same rates, terms, and conditions as those currently in effect for Warren County Water & Sewer Company.  The proposed tariff sheets bear an effective date of October 10 and October 13, 2004, respectively.

On September 13, 2004, Missouri-American filed a Motion for Expedited Treatment requesting that the tariffs become effective no later than September 22, 2004, or at the earliest possible date.  As support for its motion, Missouri-American states that the sale has closed and Missouri-American is currently operating the assets of Warren County Water & Sewer.

The Commission directed that any responses to Missouri-American’s motion be filed no later than September 17, 2004.  The Office of the Public Counsel filed a recommendation on September 16, 2004.  The Public Counsel recommended approval of the tariff filings and stated that it believed good cause exists to approve the filings on less than 30-days notice.  On September 17, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its recommendation.  Staff states that it has reviewed the tariffs and finds them to comply with the orders of the Commission.  In addition, Staff also believes good cause exists to approve these tariffs on an expedited basis.  No other responses were filed.

The Commission has reviewed Missouri-American’s tariff filings and Staff’s recommendation.  Based on these filings, the Commission finds that the tariff sheets should be approved for water and sewer service as ordered below.  In addition, because of the need to have safe, adequate, and continuous service to these water and sewer customers, under Section 393.140(11), RSMo, the Commission finds that good cause exists to approve these tariffs on an expedited basis.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Missouri-American Water Company’s Motion for Expedited Treatment is granted.

2. That Tariff No. YW-2005-0180, submitted on September 10, 2004, is hereby approved for water service to be rendered on or after September 22, 2004.  The tariff sheets approved are:
