This Article describes services that CenturyTel will make available to Socket for resale.  All services or offerings of CenturyTel, which are to be offered for resale pursuant to the Act, are subject to the terms and conditions herein, the applicable general terms and conditions in Articles II & III, and Applicable Law.  CenturyTel shall make available to Socket for resale any Telecommunications Services that CenturyTel currently offers, or may offer hereafter, on a retail basis to subscribers that are not telecommunications carriers, including such services as are made available by CenturyTel to its retail customers via its applicable retail tariff  (hereinafter, “resold services”).  CenturyTel shall not impose limitations or restrictions on such services made available to Socket for resale, except as set forth in Section 1.5 and/or as otherwise permitted under Applicable Law.

CenturyTel shall make resold services available to Socket on terms and conditions that are reasonable and non-discriminatory.

CenturyTel shall provide resold services to Socket that are equal in quality, subject to the same conditions, and provided within the same provisioning time intervals that CenturyTel provides these services to other CLECs and end users.

	The Commission should adopt CenturyTel’s proposed Section 3.1.1 and reject Socket’s competing proposal.  In purporting to describe the resale service offerings made available by this Agreement and made subject to the avoided cost discount, Socket’s proposed Section 3.1.1 broadly references "all retail services."  By contrast, CenturyTel’s language more appropriately references "telecommunications services," which is the defined term used by the Act in those provisions identifying the scope of services required to be made available for resale at a wholesale discount.  See Act, §§ 153(46), 251(b)(1) and 251(c)(4).
Moreover, this same terminology—“telecommunications services”—is used in Section 1 of this Agreement, to which the Parties already have agreed.  In Section 1.1, the Parties already agreed to the following language:  “CenturyTel shall make available to Socket for resale any Telecommunications Services that CenturyTel currently offers, or may offer hereafter, on a retail basis to subscribers that are not telecommunications carriers, including such services as are made available by CenturyTel to its retail customers via its applicable retail tariff (hereinafter, “resold services”).”  Section 1.1 further provides that “CenturyTel shall not impose limitations or restrictions on such services made available to Socket for resale, except as set forth in Section 1.5 and/or as otherwise permitted under Applicable Law.”  Section 1.5, in turn, expressly sets forth which services are not available for resale and/or which are not subject to the avoided cost discount.  Thus, Socket’s concern that the Agreement specifically identify the services available for resale and/or application of the avoided cost discount already has been addressed.

To avoid confusion and to maintain consistency in the Agreement, the use of “telecommunications services” is warranted here in Section 3.1.1 as well.  Socket’s provision using a the broader phrase “all retail services” should be rejected as it is inconsistent with the terminology in the agreed-to portions of the Agreement and in the Act itself.

	Socket proposes that CenturyTel notify it at least 45 days in advance of any changes in the terms and conditions under which it offers telecommunications services. Similar language was approved by the Commission in the M2A Successor Arbitration, and is appropriate here as well. 


	
	The Commission should reject Socket’s proposed Sec. 6.0 and 6.1 as redundant, duplicative and unnecessary.  Sections 54.0 – 54.4 of Article III already contain the provisions applicable to notifying Socket of changes in retail services.   (Socket previously agreed to strike its proposed Section 6.2.)  

Similarly, the Commission should reject Socket’s proposed Sec. 6.2 as redundant, duplicative and unnecessary.  Sections 13 of Article III already contains a provision stating that the Parties agree to be bound by applicable law.

Moreover, CenturyTel’s attempt to impose a blanket forty-five (45) day advanced-notice-of-change obligation on CenturyTel is unworkable given the varying Commission timelines applicable to filing tariff changes.  Aside from that, CenturyTel simply is not required by applicable law to provide Socket with this type of information, which clearly is intended to be used by Socket as “marketing” information.

	CenturyTel’s OS/DA resale obligations under the Federal Telecommunications Act are parity-based, meaning they must provide required services in a manner "that is at least equal in quality to that provided . . . to itself or to any subsidiary, affiliate, or any other party to which the carrier provides interconnection."  47 U.S.C. 251(c) (2).  That is precisely what CenturyTel offers in Section 9.1, 9.4 and 9.6, to which the Parties already have agreed.

Socket, however, is not content with obtaining parity, at least not parity with CenturyTel.  Instead, perhaps due in part to Socket's wide scale cutting-and-pasting of SBC contract language, Socket’s proposed Section 9.2 demands special, super-parity treatment that is not compatible or technically feasible for CenturyTel.  Specifically, CenturyTel obtains OS/DA for itself from a third-party provider.  The Socket proposed Section 9.2 purports to require CenturyTel to agree to routing that is not technically feasible and that should be worked out in an arrangement between Socket and the third-party provider.  

Notwithstanding the initiation of this arbitration proceeding, CenturyTel fully intends, consistent with 4 CSR 240-36.040(5) (B), to continue negotiating with Socket to seek a resolution on this issue. 

CenturyTel’s obligations under the Federal Telecommunications Act are parity-based, meaning they must provide required services in a manner "that is at least equal in quality to that provided . . . to itself or to any subsidiary, affiliate, or any other party to which the carrier provides interconnection."  47 U.S.C. 251(c) (2).  That is precisely what CenturyTel offers in this proceeding, agreeing across-the-board to provide required resale services and functionality on a nondiscriminatory, parity basis.  Socket, however, is not content with obtaining parity, at least not parity with CenturyTel.  Instead, perhaps due in part to Socket's wide scale cutting-and-pasting of SBC contract language, Socket repeatedly proposes contract language demanding special, super-parity treatment, or processes and procedures that are not compatible or commercially feasible for CenturyTel.  That SBC may have certain capabilities is irrelevant here.  Neither the FTA nor any FCC order requires an ILEC to satisfy its statutory obligations in a manner "that is at least equal in quality to that provided" by SBC or another RBOC.  The key in all respects is what the ILEC does for itself.  Because CenturyTel must provide services and functionalities on a parity basis and that is exactly what CenturyTel proposes in this proceeding, thereby fulfilling its parity obligations, the Commission should reject Socket's demands for special, superior and/or commercially infeasible treatment.

Notwithstanding the initiation of this arbitration proceeding, CenturyTel fully intends, consistent with 4 CSR 240-36.040(5) (B), to continue negotiating with Socket to resolve disputes between the parties.  To that end, CenturyTel anticipates being able to negotiate compromise language similar to that proposed by Socket on a number of provision.   However, Socket did not provide this language to CenturyTel in time to permit such negotiations or discussions in advance of filing this DPL.

Socket’s proposed terms make repeated reference to OSS and electronic ordering, systems and functionality that CenturyTel currently does not provide.  The Commission should reject such language and adopt CenturyTel’s proposed revisions, which reflect its currently provided ordering method (via CenturyTel’s website interface) and its current ordering processes and procedures.  

Much of Socket’s proposed language purports to require access to and use of a non-existent CenturyTel OSS.  Socket’s OSS demands are problematic on a number of fundamental levels, and the Commission should not adopt Socket’s proposed language.  Not only do Socket’s demands raise critical public policy and operational concerns, but they also exceed CenturyTel’s legal obligations and impose undue burdens that are in some respects not technically feasible, are onerous, and are expensive.

First, Socket’s OSS demands exceed CenturyTel’s legal obligations under the statute.  Whereas CenturyTel’s obligation is to provide Socket nondiscriminatory, parity-based treatment, for example, Socket seeks much more.  Importantly, CenturyTel’s' obligations under the FTA are parity-based, meaning it must provide required elements and services in a manner "that is at least equal in quality to that provided . . . to itself or to any subsidiary, affiliate, or any other party to which the carrier provides interconnection."  47 U.S.C. 251(c)(2).  But certain of Socket’s proposed interface and functionality requirements, for example, would afford Socket superior treatment as compared to CenturyTel’s treatment of its own orders for retail services (and the orders of other CLECs).  CenturyTel, in contrast, offers to provide Socket parity-based treatment with respect to the matters covered in the OSS Article of the parties’ ICA and the ordering and provisioning terms of this Resale Article. 
The Commission should reject Socket’s demands for superior treatment exceeding the parity standard.  That AT&T Missouri may have interfaces, capabilities and functionality is irrelevant here.  Neither the FTA nor any FCC order requires CenturyTel to satisfy its statutory obligations in a manner "that is at least equal in quality to that provided" by AT&T Missouri or another RBOC.  The key in all respects is what CenturyTel does for itself.  Consistent with its statutory obligation, CenturyTel proposes providing elements, services, and functionalities on a parity basis. 

Second, the practical, operational, and policy ramifications of Socket’s demands should compel the Commission to reject that proposal.  CenturyTel does not dispute that Socket is entitled to efficient and effective provisioning of resale services under CenturyTel’s FTA §251(c) obligations, which CenturyTel provides.  However, the ordering and provisioning terms proposed here by Socket would require CenturyTel to implement real time electronic pre-ordering and ordering systems for Resale functions.  CenturyTel estimates such system development would cost millions of dollars.  Given the low CLEC order volumes CenturyTel experiences in Missouri and elsewhere in its system, the cost of electronic systems development is extremely prohibitive and is not a rational expenditure.

Moreover, although the Commission should not adopt Socket’s proposed contract language, if it does so, it should simultaneously adopt contract language providing for CenturyTel cost recovery.  Under prevailing federal law, CenturyTel is entitled to recover its forward-looking costs for both OSS access and OSS development.  The millions of dollars CenturyTel anticipates being required to satisfy Socket’s OSS-related demands must, under the FTA and FCC guidance, be recovered by CenturyTel from CLECs.  As such, any acquisition, implementation and deployment of OSS required of CenturyTel must necessarily be accompanied by appropriate cost-based charges to CLECs.  Unless cost recovery is assured, the Commission should not, independent of the legal and policy reasons articulated above, compel CenturyTel to incur millions of dollars of capital expenditures to develop and deploy the OSS Socket demands.

Adhering to the mandates of prevailing federal law and consistent with the real world impacts of the language Socket proposes, the Commission should reject Socket’s onerous demands.
