ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE

On December 17, 2004, the Staff of the Commission requested that the Commission cancel Eastern Telecommunications, Inc.’s certificate of service authority and tariff.  On February 23, 1997, the Commission granted a certificate of service authority to Eastern to provide interexchange telecommunications services in Case No. TA‑97‑268.      

Staff stated that Eastern is no longer entitled to a certificate of service authority because the Missouri Secretary of State administratively dissolved Eastern, because Eastern has failed to file several annual reports with the Commission, and because Eastern has advised Staff that it does not operate in Missouri and has no Missouri customers. 

The Commission ordered Eastern to reply to Staff’s motion no later than December 31.  Eastern failed to reply.

Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, gives the Commission authority over granting of certificates of service authority to provide telecommunications services.  The Commission has reviewed Staff’s motion, and finds that it should cancel Eastern’s interexchange telecommunications certificate of service authority.  The Commission further finds it should cancel Eastern’s interexchange tariff.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the interexchange telecommunications certificate of service authority granted to Eastern Telecommunications, Inc., in Case No. TA-97-268 is canceled.

2. That the accompanying tariff, P.S.C. Mo. No. 1, is canceled.

3. That this order shall become effective on January 14, 2005.

4. That this case may be closed on January 15, 2005.
