ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE

On December 22, 2004, the Staff of the Commission requested that the Commission cancel Tel-Link, L.L.C.’s certificate of service authority and tariff.  The Commission granted a certificate of service authority to Tel-Link to provide basic local telecommunications services in Case No. TA‑98‑176.      

Staff stated that Tel-Link is no longer entitled to a certificate of service authority.  Staff stated that Tel-Link should no longer have a certificate because Tel-Link sold all of its assets and customers to another carrier, and because Tel-Link has never filed an annual report.   

The Commission ordered Tel-Link to reply to Staff’s motion no later than January 6.  Tel-Link failed to reply.

Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, gives the Commission authority over granting of certificates of service authority to provide telecommunications services.  The Commission has reviewed Staff’s motion, and finds that it should cancel Tel-Link’s basic local telecommunications certificate of service authority.  The Commission further finds it should cancel Tel-Link’s basic local tariff.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the basic local telecommunications certificate of service authority granted to Tel-Link, L.L.C., in Case No. TA-98-176, is canceled.

2. That the accompanying tariff, Mo P.S.C. Tariff No. 1, is canceled.

3. That this order shall become effective on January 23, 2005.

4. That this case may be closed on January 24, 2005.
