ORDER TO SHOW CAUSE AND DIRECTING FILING


On March 6, 2002, Larry and Veronica Herzing filed a complaint against AmerenUE with the Public Service Commission.  After Notice to AmerenUE and AmerenUE’s answer, a prehearing conference was conducted on May 21, 2002.   On May 23, 2003, Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and the parties filed a joint Motion for Establishment of a Procedural Schedule.  On May 24, 2002, the schedule was adopted.  


According to the procedural schedule, Staff was required to file an investigative report on June 11, 2002.  On July 9, 2002, Complainants were required to file direct testimony.  


Staff, according to the procedural schedule, filed an investigative report.  However, Complainants have not, as of July 15, 2002, filed direct testimony.    


The Commission finds that Complainants have failed to adhere to the procedural schedule as jointly filed by the parties and adopted by this Commission.  


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That Complainants shall, no later than July 22, 2002, file a pleading showing good cause for failure to file direct testimony on July 9, 2002.

2. That Complainants shall file direct testimony no later than July 22, 2002.

3.
That Complainants’ failure to file pleadings by July 22, 2002, shall result in dismissal of the complaint.

That this order shall become effective on July 16, 2002.
