ORDER GRANTING MOTION 

TO FILE ANSWER OUT OF TIME

On October 19, 2004, Spigel Properties filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission a complaint against AmerenUE.  On October 26, 2004, the Commission issued a notice of the complaint to Union Electric Company, d/b/a AmerenUE, directing the company to file its answer within 30 days (November 25, 2004).

On December 8, 2004, AmerenUE filed a motion to file its answer out of time.  In its motion, AmerenUE averred that it tried on November 24, 2004, to file its answer electronically.  Upon discovering that the answer was not filed, the company filed its motion with its answer attached.

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) requires that responsive pleadings be filed with ten days.  No party has filed a response to AmerenUE’s motion.  The Commission will therefore grant the motion and accept the company’s late-filed answer.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE’s Motion to File Answer Out of Time is granted.

2. That this order shall become effective on December 21, 2004.
