On April 27, 2011, Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P., d/b/a Southern
Missouri Natural Gas (“SMNG”) and Missouri Gas Utility (“MGU”) filed an application.
That application requests, among other things, authority from the Commission for
SMNG and MGU to merge, with MGU as the surviving entity. The parties filed a
Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement on September 15, 2011, which the Commission
approved on September 28, 2011.

On February 23, 2012, Summit Natural Gas of Missouri, Inc. (“Summit”) informed
the Commission that SMNG has merged with Summit. MGU has changed its name to
Summit. Summit filed tariff sheets that purport to adopt MGU’s Missouri tariffs. Those
tariff sheets bear an effective date of March 24, 2012.

Staff fled a Recommendation on March 15, 2012. Staff recommends that the

Commission approve the tariffs.



THE COMMISSION ORDERS THAT:

1. The tariff Summit Natural Gas of Missouri, Inc. filed on February 23, 2012,
which was assigned tariff number YG-2012-0399, is approved to become effective on
March 24, 2012. The tariff approved is:
