NOTICE OF WITHDRAWAL

On May 7, 2003, Covista, Inc., filed an application with the Missouri Public Service Commission requesting a certificate of service authority to provide resold and facilities-based local telecommunications services.  On July 24, 2003, the Staff of the Commission informed the Commission that Covista failed to pass certain financial tests and that the Company would not comply with Staff’s request for additional information.  The Commis​sion, therefore, set this matter for a prehearing conference.  However, the Commission later canceled the prehearing conference based on a motion filed by Staff on August 8, 2003, informing the Commission that Covista had provided the requested information. 

Because no further pleadings were filed after the prehearing conference was canceled, the Commission issued an order on October 10, 2003, directing that Staff file a status report.  Instead of a status report, Staff filed a Motion to Dismiss.  In its motion, Staff informs the Commission that Covista has yet to provide Staff with a valid certificate from the Office of the Secretary of State.  Furthermore, Staff avers that Covista is listed as “dissolved” on the Secretary of State’s website.  For these reasons, and because Staff “does not believe that any additional delay in this case would be likely to produce the information requested,” Staff moved the Commission to dismiss this case.

On November 14, 2003, Covista filed a letter withdrawing its application.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.116(1) states that an applicant may voluntarily dismiss an application without an order of the Commission at any time before prepared testimony has been filed or oral evidence has been offered.  There has been no prepared testimony filed or oral evidence offered.  Therefore, the Commission hereby gives notice that Covista’s application is withdrawn and that this case may be closed.
