COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificate of Service Authority, respectfully states as follows:

1. On August 11, 1996, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) granted a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services (Order) to Easton Telecom Services, Inc. (ETSI) in Case No. TA-96-453.  ETSI’s tariff, PSC MO No. 1, was approved in the same Order.   On June 6, 2000, the Commission issued its order approving the transfer of control of ETSI to Teligent, Inc. in Case No. TM-2000-377.   

2. Staff received a letter dated November 18, 2003, from Jennifer Martin, Manager - Regulatory Affairs of Teligent Legal Department, stating  “Since Easton Telecom, Inc. no longer exists, it’s Certificate to Provide Telecommunications services and its tariffs should be relinquished immediately…” Ms. Martin’s letter, attached as Attachment 1, further states that 1) ETSI has not operated in Missouri since December 2001, 2) there are no customers to notify, 3) Teligent Services, the parent company of ETSI, notified the Secretary of State that ETSI was dissolved upon Teligent’s emergence from Chapter 11 bankruptcy.  Even though Ms. Martin stated in her letter that ETSI “…is licensed by the Commission to operate as an Interexchange and Competitive Local Exchange Carrier in the State of Missouri”, Staff finds no record of ETSI ever being granted a Competitive Local Exchange Carrier certificate by the Commission. Therefore, because ETSI has no Missouri customers, cancellation of its interexchange certificate is not detrimental to the public interest.  

3. ETSI owes no assessments and has no matters pending before the Commission.  The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate pursuant to Section 392.410.5 RSMo 2000, which provides:

             Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the

             commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application

             of the person or company affected.

However, the Commission need not hold a hearing, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no party requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority of Easton Telecom Services, Inc. to provide interexchange telecommunications services and PSC MO No. 1 tariff.
