Staff Recommendation For Approval of Tariff Sheets Filed To Implement A Missouri Residential Time-Of-Use Pilot Program

On April 22, 2004, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE (UE or Company) of St. Louis, Missouri, filed with the Commission three (3) tariff sheets with a proposed effective date of May 22, 2004 to implement a “Missouri Residential Time-of-Use Pilot Program” pursuant to Sections 10 (Time-of-Use Pilot Project) and 11 (Collaborative Efforts) approved by the Commission in its July 25, 2002 Report And Order Approving Stipulation And Agreement in Case No. EC-2002-1.  On May 14, 2004, UE electronically filed to extend the effective date to May 28, 2004 to allow additional time for the Commission to review and include scheduled agenda meetings as suggested by the Missouri Public Service Commission Energy Department Staff (Staff).
This filing requests Commission approval of a pilot project proposed by the Residential Time of Use Pilot Collaborative Committee which is made up of the following interested parties:

1. Staff – Steven Dottheim, James Watkins and Hong Hu

2. Office of the Public Counsel – Ryan Kind

3. Department of Natural Resources, Energy Center – Rick Anderson and Brenda Wilbers

4. Union Electric Company – Tom Byrne, Michael Whitmore, Rick Voytas, Wil Cooper and Jim Pozzo

5. Missouri Energy Group – Robert Johnson and Lisa Langeneckert

6. Missouri Industrial Energy Consumers – Maurice Brubaker and Diana Vuylsteke

Section 10. Time Of Use Pilot Project of the Stipulation and Agreement states:

An experimental residential Time Of Use (“TOU”) pilot project will be designed, implemented and evaluated as provided under Section 11 of this Agreement.

Section 11. Collaborative Efforts, paragraph c. of the Stipulation and Agreement states in part: 

A collaborative committee of interested signatories will be established to design and evaluate an experimental residential TOU pilot project.

The Missouri Residential Time-of-Use Pilot Program (TOU Pilot) will offer rates that vary during different times of the day and evaluate customers’ responses to the variations in these rates.  Participation in this TOU Pilot is only being offered to a limited number of residential customers that meet certain criteria.  Approximately 225 customers will be on the TOU Pilot.

Customers will be in one of three groups, with approximately 75 customers in each of the following groups:  

1. Group 1 will consist of customers that will be billed on a three-tiered time-of-use rate;

2. Group 2 will consist of customers that will be billed on a three-tiered time-of-use rate with a Critical Peak Period; and

3. Group 3 will consist of customers that will be billed on the same rates as Group 2, but have been provided with a smart thermostat.
Customers will receive a payment of $25 when accepted into the pilot and will be given an additional payment of $75 after the first six months of continued participation in the pilot.  Billing on the rates of this pilot will start with the customer’s July 2004 bill and the last bill on this pilot will be for customer’s September 2005 bill.  Customers that request removal from the pilot will be allowed to return to the standard residential rate.

The Staff participated with Union Electric, Office of the Public Counsel, Department of Natural Resources - Energy Center, Missouri Energy Group and the Missouri Industrial Energy Consumers in the collaborative development of the Missouri Residential Time-of-Use Pilot Program.  The Staff has reviewed the filed tariff sheets and is of the opinion that they were timely filed and are in compliance with the Commission’s Report And Order Approving Stipulation And Agreement in Case No. EC-2002-1.  Staff therefore recommends that the Commission issue an order approving the following proposed tariff sheets, as filed on April 22, 2004, and extended on May 14, 2004, to become effective on May 28, 2004, the requested effective date:
