ORDER CHANGING PROCEDURAL DATES

AND RESETTING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

On April 15, 2003, the Commission issued an order denying the motion to dismiss filed by Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks – L&P,
 but granting Aquila’s request for a more definite statement.  The Missouri Coalition for Fair Competition was directed in that order to file an amended Complaint to clarify its claims no later than May 15, 2003.  The Commission also directed the parties to appear at a prehearing conference on May 29, 2003, and to file proposed procedural schedules no later than June 5, 2003.

On May 14, 2003, the Coalition requested that the Commission grant it additional time in which to file its more definite statement of complaint.  The Coalition stated that the parties were negotiating a settlement of the issues and needed an additional 15 to 30 days in which to finalize the settlement.  In addition, the Coalition requested that the prehearing conference be set at a later date.  The Coalition stated that Aquila agreed to the delay. 

The Commission has reviewed the request and finds it to be reasonable.  Therefore, the Commission will grant the motion for additional time and reset the prehearing conference and the time for filing of a proposed procedural schedule.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion of Complainant for Additional Time in Which to File a More Definite Statement and for a Prehearing Conference is granted.

2. That no later than June 19, 2003, the Missouri Coalition for Fair Competition shall file an amended Complaint that clarifies its claims and allows for a responsive answer.

3. That the prehearing conference originally set for May 29, 2003, is rescheduled to be held on July 8, 2003, beginning at 10:00 a.m.  The prehearing conference will be held at the Commis​sion’s offices in the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, a building that meets the accessibility standards required by the Americans With Disabilities Act. 4. That the parties shall jointly prepare and file a proposed procedural schedule no later than July 18, 2003.

That this order shall become effective on May 30, 2003.
