ORDER GRANTING LEAVE TO AMEND APPLICATION

On July 25, 2003, Now Acquisition Corporation filed an application for a certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications services.  The Company also filed a tariff with an effective date of September 23, 2003.  In its application the Company stated that it intends to provide service on a “resold” basis.  On July 29, 2003, the Commis​sion issued a Notice of Application, with an intervention deadline of August 28, 2003.  There have been no requests for intervention. 

On August 21, 2003, Now Acquisition filed a Motion for leave to amend its application.  The Company requests that the word “resale” or “resold”, or any reference to service being provided on that basis, be deleted.  In its Motion, the Company informs the Commission that in addition to “resold” service it also intends to provide service on a UNE‑P basis.  The Company points out that the Commission’s Notice of Application does not distinguish between resold and UNE‑P services; therefore, “this amendment should not affect the legal efficacy of the notice previously published by the Commission in this case.”

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.080(15) states that parties shall have no more than ten days to respond to a pleading.  Now Acquisition filed its motion on August 21, 2003, and no party has responded. The Commission finds that the Company’s motion to amend the application is reasonable and will grant the requested relief.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Now Acquisition Corporation’s motion for leave to amend its application is granted.

2. That this order shall become effective on September 18, 2003.
