Correction to Staff’s Report on Southwestern Bell Telephone Company’s Performance Measurement Results For September 2003

1. In the Memorandum attached as Appendix A to its report regarding Southwestern Bell Telephone Company’s performance measurement results for September 2003, the Staff erroneously reported that since inception of the plan in Missouri through the reporting month of September 2003 SBC Missouri has issued to competitors and paid into the Missouri State Treasury an aggregate of $4,864,080 in credits and payments for Missouri 271 Interconnection Agreement Tier I and Tier II Performance Remedy Plan results.  The correct aggregate amount is $4,884,080.
