ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND CLOSING CASE

On January 29, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint against LDCC, Inc., alleging that it failed to file an annual report for 2002.  On February 23, Staff filed a pleading in which it explains that LDCC, Inc. asked in 1996 to be removed from the Commission’s list of regulated utilities, and was in fact removed from the list in 1996, but was recently put back on the list because of an administrative oversight on the part of the Commission.  Staff recommends that the Commission cancel the certificates of service authority and tariff of LDCC, Inc.


The Commission is given the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation’s certificate by Section 392.410 which provides that “[a]ny certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”


The statute’s requirement for a hearing is met when the opportunity for hearing has been provided and no proper party has requested the opportunity to present evidence.  The Commission will cancel the certificates of service authority and tariff of LDCC, Inc.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That the certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services granted to LDCC, Inc. in Case No. TA-91-188 is canceled.


2.
That the tariffs filed by LDCC, Inc. are canceled. 


3.
That this order shall become effective on March 15, 2004.


4.
That this case may be closed on March 16, 2004.
