ORDER TO SHOW CAUSE  


Syllabus:  This order directs America’s Home Brokers, Inc., to show cause why the Commission should not revoke its registration.


Pursuant to Section 700.100, RSMo 2000, the Commission may revoke a dealer’s registration on the basis of a complaint filed with the Commission.  In this case, the complaint filed by the Director of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Units Program of the Public Service Commission includes a number of serious allegations.  All of these allegations were found to be true in the Commission’s Order Granting Default issued September 21, 2004.  Therefore, the Commission will order America’s Home Brokers to file a pleading to explain why its registration should not be revoked. The Commission will direct also its Staff to review the pleading and file a response.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That, no later than October 12, 2004, America’s Home Brokers, Inc., shall  file a pleading explaining why the Commission should not revoke its registration under the provisions Section 700.100, RSMo 2000.

2.
That, no later than October 19, 2004, the Staff of the Commission shall review the pleading and file a response.

3.
That this order shall become effective on September 28, 2004.
