ORDER EXTENDING DEADLINE FOR COMPLIANCE WITH SUBPOENAS AND DIRECTING STAFF FILING 
On March 17, 2005, Local Exchange Company, LLC (“LEC, LLC”) filed a motion to quash subpoenas.  The subpoenas at issue are two subpoenas duces tecum requested by the Staff of the Commission, which would require the production of documents by April 6, 2005.  LEC, LLC asks that the Commission quash all the document production requests in both subpoenas. In a pleading filed March 28, 2005, Staff stated that it has arranged a conference call for April 4, 2005, with LEC, LLC to discuss discovery matters. 

In order to allow the parties time to discuss the production of documents requested pursuant to the subpoenas, the Commission will extend the April 6, 2005, date to April 20, 2005.  The Commission will also direct Staff to file pleading stating what discovery disputes with LEC, LLC were resolved by the April 4, 2005 conference call, and setting forth its arguments concerning the disputes not resolved. 
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the deadline for production of documents pursuant to the subpoenas issued March 7, 2005, is extended to April 20, 2005.

2. That, no later than April 8, 2005, the Staff of the Commission shall file a pleading as described herein regarding the discovery dispute with Local Exchange Company, LLC.

3. That this order shall become effective on April 1, 2005.
