COME NOW MCI WorldCom Communciations, Inc., Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, Inc., Metropolitan Fiber Systems of St. Louis, Inc., Metropolitan Fiber Systems of Kansas City, Missouri, Inc., Intermedia Communications, Inc., MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC, Teleconnect Long Distance Services & Systems Company, MCI WorldCom  Network Services, Inc. and TTI National (collectively referred to as “MCI”) and for their Motion to Consolidate Case Nos. BMAR-2003-0314, BMAR-2003-0315, BMAR-2003-0316, BMAR-2003-0317, BMAR-2003-0318, BMAR-2003-0319, BMAR-2003-0320, BMAR-2003-0321, and BMAR-2003-0322, state to the Commission as follows:

In all of the aforesaid case numbers, MCI filed  2002 IXC Annual Reports and CLEC Annual Reports together with a Request for Treatment of Portions of the Reports as Highly Confidential.   The common question involved in all of these proceedings is that some of the information contained on these Annual Reports be treated as Highly Confidential.  Consolidation of these matters would best serve all parties involved including the Commission, because all of these matters involve the same issue regarding related companies.  It would conserve the Commission’s time involved in considering these issues by having all of these proceedings consolidated, since they all pertain to the question of confidentiality.
