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On April 29, 2004, McLeodUSA (McLeod) submitted tariff sheets proposing to implement charges for certain wholesale service offerings. With this filing McLeod also proposes to begin offering retail customers the option to block calls to 1010 numbers and the option to block calls to international long distance numbers. McLeod does not propose a charge for these blocking services. McLeod has requested expedited approval of its filing. 

McLeod is a competitive local exchange carrier offering local exchange telecommunications service in the areas of Missouri served by Southwestern Bell Telephone Company (SWBT). If approved, McLeod’s proposal to institute wholesale service offering charges would permit McLeod to charge other local exchange carriers certain service order processing charges. The charges include a service order charge, a supplemental service order charge, and fees for expediting a wholesale service order. McLeod’s proposed charges would apply only in instances where other local exchange carriers impose similar charges on McLeod; if other carriers do not impose similar charges on McLeod, McLeod will do likewise, and not impose the charges on the other carrier. According to an official of McLeod, the services are applicable when McLeod provides local exchange service through the use of McLeod’s own switching equipment.

McLeod’s tariff proposal does not directly affect end user customers. Rather, the filing is intended to apply to McLeod’s competitors who impose similar wholesale charges on McLeod. The wholesale services are those involved when an end user customer switches from one local exchange carrier to another. In such instances, service order charges and similar fees may be imposed on one carrier by another. For example, if SWBT “wins back” a McLeod customer, McLeod would impose the charges on SWBT, but only if SWBT imposes the charges on McLeod when McLeod takes over the customer in the first instance. In other words, McLeod will impose the charge on competing carriers only if the competing carrier imposes the charge on McLeod. The charges are shown on tariff sheet 239 and include a $20.00 fee for a wholesale service order charge; $15.00 supplemental charge; $40.00 expedite fee; and $75.00 for a forced expedite fee.
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In support of its filing, McLeod provided a copy of a letter mailed to SWBT advising of this tariff submission. The Telecommunications Department Staff (Staff) is unaware of any carrier’s opposition to this filing. Staff recommends approval of the tariff filing. The specific tariff sheets recommended for approval are:

The Staff also recommends the Commission grant McLeod’s request for expedited approval of the tariff sheets. Staff recommends the Commission approve the tariff sheets at the Commission’s earliest convenience. Staff is unaware of any other filing that affects this filing, or which would be affected by this filing. According to the General Counsel’s Office, this company is current in its annual report and Commission assessment requirements.
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
