COMPLIANCE FILING

COMES NOW Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE (“Company” or “AmerenUE”), and in compliance with the Commission’s March 10, 2005 Order Approving Stipulation and Agreement in this case (the “Approval Order”), hereby makes this filing in compliance in accordance with Ordering Paragraph 6 of the Approval Order.  In this regard, AmerenUE states as follows:


1.
The Approval Order directed AmerenUE to file information relating to its capacity position with the Noranda load included on or before June 1, 2005.  

2.
On April 27, 2005, in its Response to Order Directing Filing, AmerenUE indicated that it intended to comply with Ordering Paragraph 6 by filing the results of the Summer 2005 MAIN audit.  As of April 27, 2005, the Company expected the MAIN audit results to be available on or before June 1.  MAIN has not yet provided its audit report to AmerenUE.

The Approval Order did not require AmerenUE to provide the MAIN audit results in order to comply with Ordering Paragraph 6.  Because the MAIN audit results are not yet available, AmerenUE will comply with the Approval Order by providing the capacity information that AmerenUE provided to MAIN in connection with its audit.  Attached hereto as Highly Confidential Exhibit A is the capacity information provided by AmerenUE to MAIN which reflects capacity in excess of the required 15% short term reserve margin for the Summer of 2005, with the Noranda load.  
WHEREFORE, AmerenUE respectfully requests the Commission accept this compliance filing in accordance with Ordering Paragraph 6 of the Approval Order.
