ORDER DENYING MOTION FOR PETITIONER

TO RESPOND BY TELEPHONE AND MAILINGS
On September 11, 2002, Petitioner filed a Motion for Petitioner to Respond by Telephone and Mailings.  Petitioner wishes to appear for the prehearing conference by telephone rather than in person.

The Commission denies Petitioner’s request.  The Commission stated the purposes of the prehearing conference in its September 4, 2002 order.  Those purposes are for the parties to discuss settlement, discovery, a proposed procedural schedule, as well as to give Staff the chance to meet with Petitioner about the merits of the complaint.  The Commission finds that appearing by telephone would not appropriately advance those purposes.  The Commission also states that 4 CSR 240-2.090(5) allows the Commission to dismiss a complaint for failure to appear for a prehearing conference without previously having secured a continuance, unless good cause for the failure to appear is shown. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Petitioner’s Motion for Petitioner to Respond by Telephone and Mailings is denied.

2. That any future pleadings from all parties should be filed with The Secretary of the Commission, as required by 4 CSR 240-2.080(8).

3. That the Commission’s Order Setting Prehearing Conference and Requiring Filing of Procedural Schedule remains in effect.
4. That this Order shall take effect on September 12, 2002.
