ORDER DIRECTING RESPONSE TO MOTION FOR EXPEDITED TREATMENT  

On May 22, 2003, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE filed an application requesting authority to sell $1.5 billion in additional long-term indebtedness.  Along with its application, AmerenUE filed a motion requesting that the Commission expedite its consideration of the application so that it might act to approve the application by June 19, 2003.   

If the Commission is to act on AmerenUE’s application by June 19, it will need to have a recommendation from its Staff no later than June 13.  Without input from Staff and other interested parties, the Commission has no way of knowing whether it is reasonable to expect a recommendation that quickly.  Therefore, the Commission will direct its Staff to promptly respond to AmerenUE’s motion for expedited treatment, and will permit any other interested party to respond to that motion at the same time. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Staff of the Commission shall respond to Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE’s Motion for Expedited Treatment no later than May 30, 2003.  

2.
That any other party that wishes to respond to Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE’s Motion for Expedited Treatment shall do so no later than May 30, 2003.

3.
That this order shall become effective on May 30, 2003.
