APPLICATION FOR INTERVENTION

COMES NOW the Missouri Joint Municipal Electric Utility Commission (“MJMEUC”) and, in accordance with 4 CSR 240-2.075, applies to intervene and become a party in the above-referenced case and, in support of this Application for Intervention, respectfully states as follows:

1. The MJMEUC is a body corporate and politic of the State of Missouri, organized as a joint municipal utility commission pursuant to section 393.700 et seq. RSMo., with authority to exercise public powers of a political subdivision of the state for the benefit of the inhabitants of municipalities jointly contracting to establish the MJMEUC. Fifty-eight Missouri municipalities are current parties to the joint contract establishing the MJMEUC.

2. On December 27, 2005, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE (“Applicant”) asked for permission to assume a lease that NRG Generating LLC holds in Audrain County’s NRG Audrain Facility.

3. MJMEUC represents 6 municipalities that currently have wholesale power  contracts with the Applicant  and 14 municipalities directly embedded in  Applicant’s transmission system that take transmission service through the Midwest Independent System Operator (“MISO”).  
4. MJMEUC and its member transmission dependent utilities continue to be concerned about the adequacy of transmission within the state of Missouri. Within MISO, MJMEUC and its municipalities are directly affected by power flow from AmerenUE generators on the AmerenUE transmission system and thus may be adversely affected by a final order in this matter. MJMEUC’s interests are different from those of the general public and cannot and cannot be adequately represented by any other party. As a joint municipal utility commission with distinctive interests in this case, the public interest would be served by its proposed intervention.

5. At this stage, the MJMEUC is unsure of the position it will take on the various issues that may arise in the instant proceeding.
