ORDER GRANTING LEAVE TO AMEND APPLICATION

On October 7, 2002, BullsEye Telecom, Inc., filed a motion for leave to amend its application for certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications services in portions of Missouri.  In its application, BullsEye sought authority to provide resold basic local services in the exchanges of GTE Midwest Incorporated, d/b/a Verizon Midwest.  BullsEye’s motion notes that Verizon has sold its exchanges to Spectra Communications Group, LLC, d/b/a CenturyTel.  BullsEye now wishes to amend its application to replace all references to Verizon with references to CenturyTel

BullsEye’s motion for leave to amend is necessary to comply with Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(20), which indicates that “[a]ny pleading may be amended within ten (10) days of filing, unless a responsive pleading has already been filed, or at any time by leave of the commission.  BullsEye filed its motion to amend more than ten days after it filed its application.  Therefore, leave of the Commission is required before BullsEye may amend its application.

The Commission finds that BullsEye’s motion for leave to amend is reasonable, is not opposed by any party, and should be granted. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That BullsEye Telecom Inc.’s Motion for Leave to Amend Application is granted.
