ORDER DISMISSING COMPLAINT AND ORDER CLOSING CASE

Syllabus:  This order grants the complainant’s motion to voluntarily dismiss the complaint and closes the case.

On July 2, 2002, The Conlon Group, Inc. filed its motion for voluntary dismissal of the complaint under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.116.  

The pleading stated that Conlon and AmerenUE have entered into an agreement that will completely settle all pending disputes between the parties, subject to the Commission dismissing Conlon’s complaint.  According to Conlon, AmerenUE has agreed to the voluntary dismissal of the complaint.  Copies of the documents settling the case were

attached to Conlon’s motion.  Conlon thus requested a voluntary dismissal with prejudice of its complaint.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.080(16) states:  “Parties shall be allowed not more than ten (10) days from the date of filing in which to respond to any pleading unless otherwise ordered by the commission.”  No one responded to Conlon’s motion and, under this rule, the time for doing so has passed.


Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.116(4) states:  “A case may be dismissed for good cause found by the commission after a minimum of ten...days notice to all parties involved.”


The Commission finds that there is good cause to dismiss this case because the parties have settled it.  Thus, the complaint will be dismissed and the case closed.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.    That the complaint filed on February 13, 2002, by The Conlon Group, Inc. against AmerenUE is dismissed with prejudice.
2. That this order will become effective on July 28, 2002.

3. That this case may be closed on July 29, 2002.
