MOTION FOR PROTECTIVE ORDER

Comes now the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.085 and 4 CSR 240-2.070(10) and requests that the Commission issue a Protective Order in this case.    In support thereof, the Staff states as follows:

1.
On December 9, 2004, the Commission issued an Order Directing Staff Investigation wherein the Missouri Public Service Commission, pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.070(10), directed the Staff to investigate the complaint of Spigel Properties and file a report by February 11, 2005.

Pursuant to the Commission’s Order, the Staff conducted an investigation.  In the course of its investigation, the Staff submitted to Union Electric Company, d/b/a AmerenUE (AmerenUE) data requests that were responded to by AmerenUE with information that it appears AmerenUE asserts meets the Highly Confidential classification denominated in the Commission’s standard Protective Order.  The information in question is customer specific, and, therefore, would appear to be covered by the Commission’s standard Protective Order regarding information deemed to be “Highly Confidential.”  Also, as a Staff Report in a complaint case, the Staff Report would appear to be covered by the Commission’s standard Protective Order.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.070(10) states as follows:

The commission may order, at any time after the filing of a complaint, an investigation by its staff as to the cause of the complaint.  The staff shall file a report of its findings with the commission and all parties to the complaint case.  The investigative report shall not be made public unless released in accordance with sections 386.480, 392.210(2) or 393.140(3), RSMo, or during the course of a hearing involving the complaint.


Wherefore, the Staff requests that the Commission issue its standard Protective Order in this case.
