ORDER DIRECTING FILING AND SETTING PREHEARING CONFERENCE
Spigel Properties filed a complaint against AmerenUE alleging that AmerenUE is demanding payment of $240,653.02 for arrears that resulted from AmerenUE under-billing Spigel.  Spigel avers that the cause of the under-billing was improper wiring of a transformer and therefore was through no fault of its own.  For its relief, Spigel requested an independent determination of the actual usage and a determination of what if any charges are due.  In its answer, AmerenUE admits that the cause of the under-billing was faulty wiring of a transformer but that the arrearage was calculated according to AmerenUE’s tariff. 
On February 10, 2005, the Staff of the Commission filed an investigative report.  Staff states that AmerenUE’s action is allowed by its tariff but that the arrearage is $182,588.67.  There also appears to be an issue of what section of AmerenUE’s tariff applies, which is relevant to whether AmerenUE will be able to collect 60, rather than 12, months in arrears.
The Commission will require that the parties respond to Staff’s complaint.  And, to move this case forward, the Commission will also set this matter for a prehearing conference. 
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Spigel Properties shall file no later than March 4, 2005, a response to the Staff of the Commission’s report.

2. That AmerenUE shall file no later than March 4, 2005, a response to the Staff of the Commission’s report.
3. That a prehearing conference shall be held on March 9, 2005, beginning at 1:30 p.m.  The prehearing conference shall be held at the Commission’s office in the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, a building that meets accessi​bility standards of the Americans with Disabilities Act.
