ORDER ESTABLISHING PROTECTIVE ORDER
On February 14, 2005, the Staff of the Commission filed a Motion for Protective Order under Commission rules 4 CSR 240-2.085 and 2.070(10).  Staff requests that the Commission issue its standard protective order to protect Staff’s investigative report and the information attached thereto.

Upon review of Staff’s motion, the Commission finds that there is a need to protect confidential information and that the request for a protective order is reasonable.
