AMENDMENT TO LIST OF ISSUES AND WITNESSES


COMES NOW the Director of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Units Program of the Public Service Commission (“Director” and “Program”), by and through the Missouri Public Service Commission’s (“Commission”) Office of General Counsel and America’s Home Brokers, Inc., by and through its Counsel and states as follows:


1.
On January 19, 2005, the Parties filed their joint List of Issues and Witnesses, wherein a list of issues to be heard, the witnesses to appear on each day of the hearing and the order in which they shall be called, and the order of cross-examination for each witness was provided. The parties also requested a waiver, for good cause, of the requirements of 4 CSR 240-2.080 (21), pursuant to 4 CSR 240.2-025.


2.
On January 25 2005, a prehearing conference was held to review, among other things, the issues before the evidentiary hearing scheduled for February 8, 2005.  As a result of the prehearing conference, the parties believe that an amendment to Appendix A of the previously filed List of Issues and Witnesses is necessary to support recent discussions in said case.

To the Appendix A of the List of Issues and Witnesses previously filed, the parties add the following language as an introductory paragraph to each of complaint counts one through four:

“The following list of deficiencies was prepared from inspection reports filed by the Director in response to a request for inspection filed by a consumer.  The issues that are applicable to each are: a) whether the deficiency existed at the time the inspection was performed by Staff of the manufactured housing program; b) whether notice was provided to the Respondent and an opportunity to correct the deficiency was given; and c) whether the Respondent corrected the deficiency in a reasonable period of time, not to exceed ninety days.” 

Respondent would also add “Respondent contends that repairs made after 90 days is a reasonable time to be in compliance.”


4.
To the Appendix A of the List of Issues and Witnesses previously filed, the parties add the following language as an introductory paragraph to complaint count five:

“The following list of deficiencies was prepared from a lot inspection report filed by the Director as part of a regular dealer lot inspection.  The issues applicable to each deficiency are: a) whether the deficiency existed at the time the inspection was performed by Staff of the manufactured housing program; b) whether notice was provided to the Respondent and an opportunity to correct the deficiency was given; and c) whether the Respondent corrected the deficiency.”

A copy of the Amended Appendix A with the above changes is attached hereto and made a part hereof.


6.
Commission Rule 4 CSR-240-2.080 (20) states in part that “any pleading may be amended within 10 (ten) days of filing…”  The filing of this Amended List of Issues and Witnesses is within the 10 (ten) day filing period. Neither party believes that any harm would come from the filing of this Amended List of Issues and Witnesses.
