ORDER APPROVING TARIFFS

On May 14, 2003, Missouri Gas Energy filed a tariff sheet designed to provide economic relief to MGE customers with property damage from the May 2003 tornadoes. The proposed tariff change would waive connection and/or reconnection charges necessitated by such property damage.  MGE also filed a motion for expedited treatment, asking for approval of the tariff sheet for service on and after May 19.  MGE states that expedited treatment will allow the benefits of the proposed change to be offered to customers immediately.

On May 14, the Staff of the Commission filed a memorandum in which it stated that it had reviewed the proposed tariff sheet, and recommended that the Commission approve it.

The Commission has reviewed the proposed tariff, the motion for expedited treatment, and the Staff recommendation, and will approve the tariff.  Approval will provide customers affected by the tornadoes a measure economic relief.  The Commission finds that the nature of the severe weather and the relief that the filing will provide establish good cause to approve the tariff on an expedited basis.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following tariff sheet submitted on May 14, 2003, by Missouri Gas Energy, and assigned Tariff No. YG-2003-1983, and subsequently docketed as Case No. GT-2003-0490, is approved for service on and after May 19, 2003:

2. That this order shall become effective on May 15, 2003.

3. That this case may be closed after May 16, 2003.
