ORDER ESTABLISHING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On November 30, 2004, the parties filed a proposed schedule.  The date the parties proposed to hold the evidentiary hearing conflicts with another Commission hearing.  The Commission will adopt the schedule proposed by the parties but will change the hearing date, and set a deadline for pretrial briefs.  The following conditions shall apply:

(A) The parties shall agree upon and the Staff shall file a list of the issues to be heard, the witnesses to appear on each day of the hearing and the order in which they shall be called, and the order of cross-examination for each witness.  Any issue not contained in this list of issues will be viewed as uncontested and not requiring resolution by the Commission. 

(B) Each party shall file a pretrial brief.  The pretrial brief shall very concisely state the party’s position on each identified issue, followed by a short explanation of the basis for that position.  Each party’s pretrial brief shall be limited to no more than two pages for each contested issue.

(C) The Commission’s general policy provides for the filing of the transcript within ten working days after the hearing.  If any party seeks to expedite the filing of the transcript, such request shall be tendered in writing to the Presiding Judge at least five days prior to the date of the hearing.
(D) All pleadings, briefs and amendments shall be filed in accordance with 4 CSR 240-2.080.  Briefs shall follow the same list of issues as filed in the case and shall set forth and cite the proper portions of the record concerning the remaining unresolved issues that are to be decided by the Commission.


(E) All parties are required to bring an adequate number of copies of exhibits that they intend to offer into evidence at the hearing.  The party offering an exhibit should bring, in addition to a copy for the court reporter, copies for the five Commissioners, the Presiding Judge, and all counsel.
