ORDER APPROVING STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT 

AND APPROVING TARIFF

On October 28, 2004, Laclede filed an application with the Missouri Public Service Commission pursuant to sections 393.1009, 393.1012, and 393.1015, RSMo (HB-208, 2003), requesting that the Commission authorize it to change its Infrastructure System Replacement Surcharge (ISRS). 

On December 21, 2004, the Staff of the Commission and Laclede filed a stipulation and agreement.  The agreement provides that Laclede will be authorized to change its ISRS to produce an incremental increase of overall ISRS revenues of $1,416,000, exclusive of any applicable license, occupation, franchise, gross receipts taxes or other similar taxes.  This amount reflects a reduction of $16,000 as a preliminary true-up and refund, as of the end of Laclede’s November billing cycle, of the small over-recovery associated with Laclede’s first ISRS filing for that time period.  The agreement also notes that Laclede and Staff have not resolved the issue, which first arose in Case Number GO-2004-0443, of how to properly calculate income taxes for purposes of determining ISRS revenues.  Staff and Laclede state that they will continue to discuss the issue.  The agreement states that the other parties
 have been provided a copy of the agreement, and have no objections.

The agreement requests that the Commission approve a tariff sheet implementing its ISRS to be effective on January 20, 2005, and states that the financial considerations underlying the agreement constitute good cause to approve the tariff on less than thirty days’ notice.   

The Commission has considered the stipulation and agreement, the pleadings and the prefiled testimony.  The Commission finds that the agreement is a reasonable resolution of the issues raised, and will approve it.  The Commission also finds that the tariff filed on December 21 comports with the specimen tariff, and that good cause has been shown to approve it on less than thirty days’ notice.  In a separate order, the Commission will reject the tariff filed at the beginning of this case, because that tariff (YG-2005-0335) has been superceded by the tariff approved in this order.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Stipulation and Agreement filed on December 21, 2004, is approved, and the parties shall carry out the terms and requirements therein.

That the following tariff filed by Laclede Gas Company on December 21, 2004, and assigned Tariff File No. YG-2005-0471, is approved for service on and after January 20, 2005:
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3. That this order shall become effective on January 14, 2005.

4. That this case may be closed after January 15, 2005.
